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Yes. PCI DSS Requirement 3.5.1 applies to mainframes that store cardholder data. If a
company has legitimate business or technical constraints in meeting this or any other
requirement, compensating controls may be considered. Compensating controls must
address the additional risk introduced by not meeting the original requirement.
