Can an entity be PClI DSS compliant if they use a
third-party service provider (TPSP) that is validated to
a previous version of PCl DSS?
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Yes. When a new version of PCl DSS is available and as entities transition to the
newer version of PCl DSS there may be situations where an entity relies on a TPSP
that is validated to the older PCI DSS version. In this situation, the TPSP's validation
must have been completed prior to the retirement of the version of the standard to
which they were validated, and their validation must still be current (that is,12
months have not passed since the service provider's validation).

Entities should always contact their acquirer or the payment brands directly to
determine their compliance reporting requirements, including how to report any
TPSPs.
